die for their own sin; whoever eats sour grapes—their own teeth




will be set on edge.

Never Ending Love Means NEVER BEING DEFINED BY
YOUR PAST BUT FOR WHO YOU ARE NOW

5 For we are each responsible for our own conduct..” Don’t be misled—you
cannot mock the justice of God. You will always harvest what you plant. 8
Those who live only to satisfy their own sinful nature will harvest decay and
death from that sinful nature. But those who live to please the Spirit will
harvest everlasting life from the Spirit. ° So let’s not get tired of doing what
is good.

VII. Jeremiah 31:31-34

31 “The days are coming,” declares the Lorp, “when | will make a
new covenant with the people of Israel and with the people of
Judah. * It will not be like the covenant | made with their ancestors
when | took them by the hand to lead them out of Egypt, because
they broke my covenant, though | was a husband to them,” declares
the Lorp. ® “This is the covenant | will make with the people of
Israel after that time,” declares the Lorp. “l will put my law in their
minds and write it on their hearts. | will be their God, and they will
be my people. 3* No longer will they teach their neighbor, or say to
one another, ‘Know the Lorbp,” because they will all know me, from
the least of them to the greatest,” declares the Lorp. “For | will
forgive their wickedness and will remember their sins no more.”
